A word from the chief executive

With the high profile reports of how 
the economic downturn is already 
impacting on charity donations, our 
re-organisation and reassessment  
of our provision couldn’t have  
come at a better time.    

The Lifelites team were privileged to be invited to display 
their stand at The Freemasons’ Grand Charity meeting in 
Bournemouth last September which was hosted by Hampshire 
and Isle of Wight Freemasons. Pictured at the Lifelites stand  
are Provincial Grand Master, Brian Bellinger and his wife.

Of course, we still need to raise the funds so we can continue to do what we do best as the specialist 
provider of technology for children in hospices. We are currently in discussion with the following 
sites re. their requirements for an upgrade and are focusing our fundraising on these projects.

In addition, we have the on-going costs of £6,000 per annum at every one of the 40 sites 
we serve around the country for broadband and managed internet, Sky and maintenance.

We’ve been able to reduce our core costs at 
the same time as increasing our fundraising 
capacity – which can only act in our favour in 
these difficult times. We’re new to fundraising 
so we are delighted with the support we have 
been able to achieve to date. Thanks to the 
generosity of our supporters, we were able to 
deliver seven upgrades and incorporate one 
new site into our network in 2008, both to 
schedule and below budget. We are as keen 
as ever to keep up with the times in terms of 
developments in home technologies, but our 
focus is to work smarter and provide only 
what the hospices really need and can make 
use of to help with the care of the children 
and families at their site.
