The Freemasons’ Internet Lodge officially announced Lifelites as their chosen charity 

at a meeting  last month (March 20 2010). For Lifelites, the support of the Internet 

Lodge is invaluable.  

Simone Enefer-Doy, Lifelites chief executive, said: ‘We are delighted to be adopted 

by the Internet Lodge and all money raised by members will make a world of 

difference to children in hospices all over the country.’ 

Chris White, Lifelites trustee and member of the Internet Lodge, said: ‘As we all 

know, IT equipment is outdated very rapidly and, to ensure that children at the  

hospices have the latest equipment, they need it to be replaced on a regular basis.’ 

Lifelites provides a full package of educational and entertainment technologies to 

every children’s hospice in the UK.  Each hospice also benefits from upgrade around 

every four years. 

A complete re-vamp of Lifelites equipment is due to take place at Francis House 

Children’s Hospice, in East Lancashire, later this year. A donation by the Internet 

Lodge of £2,000 will be a great help towards this. 

New computers and a state-of-the-art printer will be provided, along with a digital 

camera and camcorder, as well as special equipment for children with disabilities to 

use the computers for themselves.  

It will cost £15,000 to upgrade the Lifelites Francis House project.  The £6,000 

annual maintenance costs, Sky and broadband provisions will continue.  

Graham Brew, a volunteer at Francis House, says he cannot describe how much the 

Lifelites technology means to children at the hospice. 

He said: “They explore, research and delight in printing out their discoveries. I am 

very happy to be part of the Masonic support team that facilitates these 21st century 

distractions.” 

David Ireland, CEO and Francis House hospice manager, said: ‘Lifelites is the bells 

and whistles of the service provided by us to the children and families who use 

Francis House.’
