2007 was a bit of a whirlwind year for the

team at Lifelites both in developing our newew charity
and maintaining our projects all around the country

As usual, the new year has brought new challenges
which we are running fast to keep up with. We are
on course with our plans to upgrade several of our
hospice projects around the country towards the
latter half of this year, including Chestnut Tree blise,
West Sussex and Martin House in West Yorkshire.

We are also looking to provide for two new
hospices on the Lifelites' books. Demelza Child

in South London is aiming to provide much needed
services in a new area. We want to expand our
remit to cover the whole of the UK so we hope to
be able to equip the Northern Ireland Children's
Hospice in Belfast as well.

We've already got some interest in funding this
new project, but we must ensure that we have
enough to cover our costs for the ®rst three years
before we can make this commitment.

We've been working hard at making new friends
who are going to be keen to assist us with moving
forward our provision for the children and introduing
us to potential new funders to help us to continue
to provide and maintain our vital facilities.
