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Powering the Camera  
 

 

The camera requires 4 AA alkaline, lithium, or rechargeable batteries.  

 

1. To open the Battery Chamber cover, slide the latch 

in the direction shown and open the battery cham-

ber cover.  

Please Note: The camera must be 

turned off before opening the battery 

chamber.  

2. Insert the batteries in the orientation shown by the 

ô+õ and ô-õ marks inside the battery chamber. 

3. Close the battery chamber cover and slide it in until 

the latch clicks into place.  

Please Note: After replacing the batteries with a different type, the camera 

can be informed of the new type of battery in use to maximise efficiency. 

See Battery Type option in the Owners Manual for further information.  

No battery icon = Batteries are partially discharged  

 

 

Red                          = Batteries are low. Replace them as soon as possible.                 

 

 

Flashes Red                     = Batteries are exhausted. Replace immediately.    

The power level of the inserted batteries can be viewed in the top left corner of the  

Monitor Window at the back of the camera once turned on.  
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Storing Images  
 

 

The camera can store pictures on its internal memory or on the Secure Digital (SD)  

memory card provided by Alphameric Solutions.  

 

When the memory card is inserted in the camera, it will be used for recording and play-

back. If the memory card is removed, the camera will use the internal memory.  

 

The SD memory card has a greater storage capacity than the internal memory, therefore 

more images can be stored before the memory is full.  

 

Once the memory (memory card or internal) becomes full, pictures can be transferred 

onto a personal computer (PC) for long term storage, and the images in memory can be 

deleted to free up space.

1. To insert the memory card, ensure the camera is 

turned off before opening the memory card slot 

cover.

To delete a single picture

highlighted, press the MENU/OK button to action.

ERASE ALL OK? 

 

7. To delete all pictures, press the left selector to highlight OK and press the round MENU/

OK button.  

 

8. Once all images within the memory have been deleted, NO IMAGE will be displayed.  

Warning: It is important that you transfer pictures you want to keep to long -term 

storage prior to deleting all pictures within the memory.  
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Camera Shooting Modes  
 

 

The camera has various automatic and semi -automatic shooting modes, to help the  

photographer capture the perfect image.  

 

 

To select a shooting mode, align the mode icon with the mark next to the Mode Dial.  

P, S, M: Select for full control over  

camera settings  

AUTO: Simple ôPoint and 

Shootõ mode recommended 

for first time users of digital 

cameras  

ANTI-BLUR: High shutter 

speeds reduce blur caused 

by subject movement or 

camera shake.  

NATURAL LIGHT: Capture 

natural light indoors, under 

low light, or where a flash 

can not be used.  

NATURAL LIGHT & FLASH: Helps ensure 

good results in situations with difficult 

lighting. Each time the shutter is 

pressed, the camera takes two shots: 

one with the flash and one without.  

CUSTOM: Recall stored  

 settings for P,S and M.  

MOVIE: Record short MPEG -4 

movies with sound  

SCENE POSITION: Choose a 

scene suited to the subject 

and let the camera do the 

rest. 

ZOOM BRACKETTING: Take 3 

shots each time the shutter is 

pressed. The first will be at the 

current zoom, the second at 

1.4x and the third at 2x.  

Macro  or Super Macro modes are used for close -up images.  

The Macro modes are selected by pressing the left selector button. Repetitive pressing will 

cycle through the modes.  
MACRO > SUPER MACRO > OFF 

Please Note: Macro mode can also be cancelled by turning 

the camera off or selecting another shooting mode.  
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Using the Flash 
 

 

The flash should be used when lighting is poor, for example when shooting at night or  

indoors under low light.  

1. When flash is required, raise the Flash 

Unit by pressing the Flash Pop -Up button.  

2. A flash option can be chosen by pressing the right selector whilst the Flash Unit is raised. 

Some flash options are not available in all shooting modes.  

 

In the AUTO shooting mode, the flash options are:  

 

AUTO FLASH - According to shooting conditions  

FORCED FLASH - Flash fires in all shooting conditions  

Please Note: There may be circumstances where use of the flash is prohibited 

or not appropriate. In these circumstances, lowering the flash unit if open, or 

simply not opening the flash unit, will prevent the flash firing.  

 

In low light situations without a flash, images may become blurred or grainy.  

3. Press the Shutter Button down halfway to focus. If the flash will fire,                     will be displayed 

on the Monitor Screen.  

 

4. Press the Shutter Button the rest of the way down to shoot.

FinePix S2000HD Digital Camera  

Taking Movies  
 

 

The FinePix is capable of shooting short movies with sound recorded via the built -in  

microphone.  

 

 1. Rotate the Mode Dial to Movie mode  

 

 

2. The time available for recording will be displayed in 

the Monitor Window.  
                   

Please Note: The amount of available time for 

recording depends upon the amount of  

available memory.  

See Storing Images for further information.  

3. Press the                button to select a frame size from 

the QUALITY  menu.  

 

Choose 1280 HD for High Definition, 640, or 320, fol-

lowed by the round MENU/OK button to exit.  

Please Note: The greater the image quality chosen, the more memory space will 

be consumed, thus reducing the amount of time available for recording.  

Recording in 320 will produce the lowest quality, but allow the longest recording 

times.  

4. To turn picture stabilisation on for reduced blur, 

press the round MENU/OK button, to display the 

Shooting Menu and select ON for DUAL IS MODE. 

Press MENU/OK to exit Movie Mode.    

5. To select the type of zoom to be used, press the 

round MENU/OK button, to display the Shooting 

Menu and select an option from MOVIE WITH ZOOM. 

OPTICAL will enable optical zoom and focussing,

To connect the camera to a standard television , connect the A/V cable as shown, and 

tune the television to the video channel.  

 

 

 

To connect the camera to a high definition television , connect the High Definition cable 

as shown, and tune the television to the video channel.

The remote control can be used to control the camera playback 

when connected to a High Definition television.

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Long Term Storage of Pictures and Movies  
 

 

 

Any  pictures or movies that you want to keep will need to be transferred from the  

Camera to a long term storage area.  

 

 

 

Alphameric provide a Shared Network Storage area that all the PCõs can access. 

 

This is a pair of high volume hard drives within a special housing. Whilst you do not need 

to touch or access this equipment, an image is provided for ease for comprehension.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Please Note: The camera could be attached to the Inclusive or Internet P.C.to 

transfer pictures or movies, following the installation of the provided FinePix 

Viewer  software.

Important: The PCõs provided are designed to restore themselves to a known 

good condition upon each restart. No pictures or movies should be saved to any 

location other than õDocumentsõ or õT Driveõ from õComputerõ. 

 

The ôDocumentsõ area on each PC is pointing towards 

this Shared Network Storage area. Therefore anything 

saved to ôDocumentsõ on each PC will be available  

after the PC has restored itself to a known good  

condition as well as be available for viewing from any 

of the other provided PCõs.
